- Used survey data and took on continual feedback to have a comparable dataset of
each season, so we know where we needed to improve,

- Played a large part in re-writing and supporting the WADCC and WAFCC Playing
Conditions used today,

- Built a solid two-way, open and communicative relationship with the entire WACA
Cricket Operations Unit,

- Handled the departure of Daniel Gibbons at the WACA exceptionally well,

- Increased participation in several social events on our calendar, particular the Back-to-
Base drinks.

- Sustained a good membership count even in heigh of COVID-19,

- Navigated COVID-19 with one general meeting impacted and pivoted to a live stream
on Social Media,

- Passed and continued with the Memorandum of Understanding with the WACA.

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TREASURER'S REPORT

Season 2020-2021 brought about something quite different for the WACUA's finances
compared to the last few seasons. With the 2019-2020 annual dinner being cancelled, we saw
a surplus last season. We moved the spending into this season by holding a preseason dinner
to replace the previous end of season dinner. On top of that, we still managed to hold our
annual dinner as usual. Both events were successful and were enjoyed by those that attended.

The preseason and end of season dinners were a similar net cost to the association, totalling
-$2241 and -$2549 respectively. The rest of our events had fairly small net losses in
comparison.

The vast majority of the association’s income was obtained through membership fees, with a
generous amount also coming from the sponsorship of Cortana Design and the Match Official
System. We also had a sponsor for our raffle prizes throughout the season, and I'd like to thank
Nathan Johnstone at MTA travel for that. Raffles brought in $662 for the season.

At the start of the financial year (1*' June 2020), the association had a total of $19,343.72 in
cash. During the year we spent more than we brought in, with a net loss of $1,233.74. That left
us finishing the financial year with a total of $18,109.98 in the bank, still above the target figure
of $15,000.

Thank you for choosing me to be your treasurer for the year. | hope to continue next season,
and as always I'm open to ideas for how we should try to raise funds and how to spend them.
